For many 
families, we're aware that this will still be out of 
reach, and especially if they wish to send more 
than one child – this price only covers the costs 
involved, and we're not yet in a position in Youth 
Mission to subsidise the cost signiϐicantly. Maybe 
your parish could sponsor or assist some of your 
young people to attend?
